The Hope for Addiction recovery meeting tackles these truths each week, bringing light to 
the darkness and hope to the hopeless. When the truth of God’s Word breaks through the darkness and the lies, 
hurting people begin to see the truth that because of Christ’s death and resurrection, if we trust in Him, we not only 
have forgiveness of sin and eternal life, we now have a new identity leading us to freedom, not just sobriety.

Because of your faithful giving, your partnership in proclaiming the good news, people are hearing this life 
changing and life-giving message each week. Just seven short years ago, I reached out to many of you with 
a vision… Now, as we reach the conclusion of this seventh year of ministry, Hope for Addiction meetings are 
happening in nine partner churches across four states, with a tenth meeting in Wisconsin set to begin in January 
2021, and Freedom House is expanding to serve five families. This would not be possible without you! 

Those once enslaved to addiction are free to serve the Lord, no longer imprisoned by their sin struggle. They are 
now “in Christ” and free to serve and worship the One who secured their freedom. Thank you for being a part of 
bringing Freedom!

The freedom I longed for was not physical (like one who has been or is currently 
incarcerated), though I have experienced wanting that type of freedom. The type of 
freedom I needed was the freedom I found in the Bible. Believe me, I have looked high, 
low, far and near for something, or someone, to fill a void that could not be filled until I was 
presented with the Gospel at a Hope for Addiction Meeting. The Gospel of Jesus Christ 
was amazingly great news for me! For a long time, when asked “how I was doing?” I would 
simply say, “I’m good,” when deep down I was nowhere near good. I lived with so much 
guilt, shame, condemnation and bondage due to my past. As I started learning the truth 
of God’s Word and realized my new identity as a redeemed child of God, the void I could 
not fill on my own, God began to fill. I still have struggles as a believer in Jesus, but the 
Holy Spirit is in me and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom! (2 Corinthians 3:17).
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FREEDOM FOUND
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Struggling for many years with addiction, I lived in the shadows of self-pity and victimhood. 
After coming to Hope for Addiction, I felt I had things under control and went out on my 
own. After months of lying, I found myself back where I started, more broken than ever. 
I returned to Hope for Addiction in tears, knowing they could turn me away. But I was 
received with love. Hope for Addiction is teaching me my identity is in Christ. There is 
nothing I can do to fix me. No longer do I live in shadows of regret, and when I do start the 
pity party over my past, I have a community reminding me of truth. God is changing my 
heart. I am excited to start a new life at Freedom House and raise my daughter in a safe 
and grace filled environment.

FREEDOM RESTORED
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Friday nights have been transformed at our house. What was once just the start of a 
weekend has now become an evening of giving freedom to a life lived in bondage. I 
am so thankful for the sweet times we have as a family with Laura, and the time I get 
to spend showing her how God’s Word transforms lives. Hope for Addiction curriculum is 
magnificent! Personally, I have seen the amazing way it directs a person through Scripture, 
asks for them to apply it specifically to their circumstances, and in turn compels them to 
act and change. Recently, we discussed “grace” in our Ephesians study. That evening, I 
witnessed Laura really grabbing hold of an understanding of lavish grace and seeing it 
reach deep into her soul. Watching Laura be changed by the truth of her position in Christ, 
realize she is sealed with the Holy Spirit and hearing her confidence in the fact that no one 
can take the promise of salvation away, just about leaves me undone in tears. It is truly a 
privilege to watch the Lord work in this precious sister in Christ, and to watch her grab hold 
of these truths as she walks through difficult emotions and circumstances that she has 
never experienced before. Praise God for His transforming work!
